Description:

Welcome to 11th grade English/Literature. We will be studying American literature throughout the course of
the school year. We will be analyzing literature from the point of view of the writer, as well as the reader to
determine how literature affects its readers and in what ways. In addition, our literary analysis will look at
style, structure, sequence, the writer’s diction, imagery, and use of detail, as well as language and syntax and to
what effect it may have. Vocabulary study is very important and will be utilized within this classroom
structure. Writing well about literature is a key component of the class and several forms of writing styles will
be taught, as well as each student being responsible for keeping a writing log over the course of the school year
to document one’s improvement and to engage one’s self in thinking about one’s writing.

Goals:

1. To prepare students for success on the SATs and in the Life Science fields

2. To promote students’ imaginative abilities in reaction to literature.

3. To help students find and explain, (through reading, discussion, and writing), what is of value in
American literary work and Life Skills.

4. To study vocabulary in the context of the literature and to help students advance in vocabulary
skills, grammatical application, and writing forms, thus learning to cope with unfamiliar language.

5. To prepare students for the common thread between English and Science fields, whereby they will be
able to observe, investigate, and synthesize information through cross-curricular instruction

Requirements:

Students are required to come to class prepared with all necessary materials, maintain a classroom English
Notebook, follow all school and classroom rules (Respectful, Responsible, Safe, Academically Engaged), and
to participate in classroom activities, discussions, and group interactions.

Evaluation/Assessment:
Assessment is done primarily through essays, quizzes, and oral communication, as well as projects, oral
presentations, and hands-on activities. There will be weekly vocabulary quizzes, knowledge of literary terms,
and writing samples. Students are expected to be active participants in discussions and can also expect to be
tested after each covered unit. There will be a final exam at the end of the first and second semesters.
