HOMEWORK PACKET (40 points/packet): Every other week a homework packet will be assigned and due Friday with a test. Late 
homework packets can earn a maximum of 20 points. 
 
HOMEWORK QUIZZES (30 points/packet): To quiz students on their homework efforts, there will be ten questions on each 
packet test testing students’ homework answers. 
 
PACKET TEST (30 points/packet): Tests are an essential component in measuring the knowledge and success of a student. I will 
assign a test every other Friday.  If a student must miss an exam for any reason it is the responsibility of the student to make 
arrangements with me to make-up the test. Tests in everyday life such as college and at the DMV for a driver’s license can be 
retaken to accomplish the goals you want to accomplish. Therefore, I allow students to re-take exams they fail. Make-up tests are only 
available after school to allow enough time to complete the test. 
 
Assistance: I pride myself in helping my students succeed. I typically stay after school until 3:30pm. Appointments can be made to 
see me before school.
